BECAUSE COALITION FORCES CONTINUE TO CARRY OUT OPERATIONS IN AFGHANISTAN, OPERATORS CONSIDERING FLIGHTS INTO OR OVER AFGHANISTAN SHOULD REFER TO FDC NOTAM 1/3231, OR KFDC A0154/01, WHICH SPECIFIES PROCEDURES THAT COALITION FORCES RECOMMEND FOR ALL CIVIL AIRCRAFT OPERATIONS IN AFGHANISTAN. OPERATORS ARE ADVISED TO CHECK LOCAL NOTAMS, INCLUDING NOTAMS PUBLISHED BY NEIGHBORING COUNTRIES, AND STATE DEPARTMENT TRAVEL WARNINGS. OPERATORS SHOULD BE AWARE THAT MANY AFGHAN AIRPORTS MAY NOT MEET INTERNATIONAL SAFETY STANDARDS AND THAT LOCAL NOTAMS MAY NOT ALWAYS BE AVAILABLE. WIE UNTIL UFN
